Religious Education Policy

Rational

At Ringway Primary School we value R.E in the curriculum, as we believe that it is important in developing the children`s moral and spiritual awareness.

The study of other religions and faiths leads to greater tolerance and understanding in a multi – cultural and multi faith society. Knowledge of the Christian faith and calendar is necessary when living in a broadly Christian country.

Aims 

· Through our teaching we will enable children to:

· Explore and value their personal qualities and talents;

· Value the personal qualities and talents of others;

· Develop a sense of responsibility towards themselves and others;

· Develop positive qualities and interpersonal relationships – caring, sharing, honesty, fairness, forgiveness, respect, tolerance and trust;

· Know about the various religions of the world;

· Understand their responsibility in the environment;

· Understand their responsibility to the wider community

· Understand their place as par to a social structure e.g. family , school community etc.;

· Develop the ability to form reasoned opinions and make personal choices;

· Understand the place of the Bible in the Christian faith;

· Explore the way God is portrayed in the Christian faith and other texts and stories;

· Participate, where appropriate, in festivals other than the Christian calendar;

· Develop their understanding of the language and vocabulary of various religions e.g rabbi, vestments Koran etc

· Develop the ability to make use of ICT within the context of RE

Teaching and Learning

We use a variety of teaching and learning styles in our lessons.  We believe in whole class teaching methods and we combine this with enquiry-based research activities.  We recognise the fact that there are children of widely different geographical abilities in all class and we provide suitable learning opportunities for all children by matching the challenge of the task to the ability of the child.

Foundation – we teach R.E in reception as an integral part of the topic work covered during the year.  We relate aspects of the childrens work to the objectives set out in the Early Learning Goals.

 Personal, Social, Health Education and Citizenship

RE contributes significantly to the teaching of Personal, Social, Health Education and Citizenship.  The nature of the subject means that children have the opportunity to take part in debates and discussions.  The teaching of RE in our school promotes the concept of positive citizenship.

Spiritual, moral, social and cultural development

We encourage children to reflect on the impact of mankind on our world.  We develop a knowledge and understanding of various religious customs and traditions and allow children to reflect on what they have seen or heard.  We encourage children to develop tolerance and respect for differences between people (beliefs, opinions and customs).

Assessment

Teacher assessment is made at the end of each unit.  This takes place informally as we observe the children working during the lessons. 

Special Educational Needs and Disability 
A variety of differentiation techniques are used to enable pupils to learn at their own level and to progress.  These include the use of differentiated materials, varying language, and extension of core work, levels of instruction and the provision of separate activities.

Monitoring and Evaluation

The RE coordinator is responsible for monitoring standards of work and the quality of teaching in this subject.
